To the membership of the Coupeville Lions - a
very sincere Thank You! to all the Lions (and
Jeff, Rich Briscoe's roofer friend) who worked on
Thursday, Sept 1st to cut roofing material and on
Saturday Sept. 3rd to make major repairs to the
barn roof where all the Garage Sale goods are
stored throughout the year.

Many Lions and oth-

ers who worked at
the sale this summer
had to deal with wet
boxes, wet items and
some moldy, ruined
